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Principles of the Expert Community

Do no harm
— Never remove correct and accurate information
— Never change the basic nature of a master bibliographic record
— Avoid including local data or local practices

 If in doubt, don’t

— Do not replace a record solely to change an element that is a matter
of cataloger's judgment

— Consider data within the context of the whole record, rather than in
Isolation

— Please behave responsibly concerning each other's records
